Years 10 and 11. 
¶ Your friends have chosen a particular subject ~ what is right for them may not 

be right for you; in any case, you may find yourself in a different set to your 
friend. 

 
This booklet is intended to provide guidance for you and your parents to ensure 
that you enjoy your final 5 ½ terms as a student at Bryn Alyn and fulfil your  
potential in the examinations and assessments.

Is there anyone I can ask?  
 Yes.  The subject teachers will be willing to explain the examination 
 courses to you.  Mr. Allcroft can advise you about Careers and Further 
 Education.  There will also be an opportunity to use the Careers  
 Library within PSE.   
 
Would my parents be able to come into school to talk to someone?  
 Of course they can.  They are advised to telephone the General  
 Office, (Wrexham 720700) who will arrange for them to talk to Mrs. 
 Hennessey, Key Stage 3 Progress Manager.  There will be workshops 
 for parents after the Options Evening to look further at career options.  
 
How soon must I make up my mind?  
 We hope that pupils will have made up their minds by the end of the 
 Spring Term. 
 
What if I change my mind?  
 We cannot guarantee to accommodate pupils who wish to change 
 their subject choices. In a few cases you may be placed in another 
 group early in the Autumn Term if there is room.  This will be very 
 difficult after the end of September.   
 
Is there anything I could do to help me make the subject choices?  
 Yes, plenty    Here are a few:- 
 
(a) Look at www.careerswales.com for information.  
(b) Look at the resources in the Careers Library. 
(c) PSE lessons will look at the process of making choices. 
(d) All local colleges have a prospectus which would be worth looking
 at - Deeside, Coleg Cambria, Llysfasi, Northop Horticultural College. 
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Will I be allowed to take the subjects of my choice?  
 We will do our best to enable you to study the subjects of your choice, 
 but in some cases, this might be difficult.  We have  a system where 
 pupils can select 3 subjects from a list of 17.  
 
You may have to be disappointed for any of the reasons given below:  
 
(a)  The subject you might choose may have to be cancelled if the number 
 of pupils opting for it is very low.  
 
(b)  The subject of your choice is ófullô, i.e. no more pupils can be admitted 

 into the class. 
 
(c) The subjects of your choice might not help you in your career in the 

future; you might be advised to take other courses.  
 
(d) The subjects which you have chosen might, in the opinion of  the 
 school, be too hard for you, or not challenging enough.  
 
If you have chosen a set of subjects which are too 'narrow' in scope e.g. if 
you have chosen three Humanities based subjects, you may be advised to 
change your choice. 
 
What do you mean by a subject being 'full' ?  
 The school tries to keep the numbers in a G.C.S.E. class down to a 

maximum of 25 to allow pupils to receive sufficient individual atten-
tion. Practical subjects may have fewer than this. In the event of any 
subject being oversubscribed, some pupils will be asked to choose an 
alternative.  

 
The following criteria will be applied:  
¶ Attendance in school. 
¶ Attainment and effort in the subject, assuming it has been studied in 

Year 9. 
¶ Level of effort displayed in the core subjects.  
¶ Level of effort displayed in other subjects.

During Years 10 and 11, pupils will be taking external examinations.  Most of 
the external examinations taken by pupils are set by the Welsh Joint  
Education Committee - W.J.E.C. for short.  Every year all Examination 
Boards, including the W.J.E.C., publish syllabuses.  The syllabuses describe 
the things you must study in order to sit any examinations.  At the beginning 
of Year 10, your teachers will tell you what you have to study in your chosen 
subjects. 
 
There are several types of examinations. Some are described here for you. 
 

THE GENERAL CERTIFICATE OF EDUCATION (G.C.S.E.)  
The G.C.S.E. is a single system of examinations with a single scale of 
grades. In order to take account of differing abilities, not all pupils will com-
plete the same class work and examination questions. For many subjects, in 
the final examination, there will be a choice of papers or questions to suit  
pupils' abilities. 
 
G.C.S.E. examinations will, therefore, give pupils the best chance to show 
what they can do, rather than what they cannot do. Each grade will be the 
result of a pupil's positive achievement. 
 
Teachers will guide pupils on which papers and questions to attempt and will 
make sure that pupils have undertaken appropriate work during the course. 
Most of the written papers are taken in May/June of Year 11 although other 
parts of the examination, such as orals, practicals and assessment unit ex-
aminations, take place much earlier. 

 
LEVEL 1 and  LEVEL 2 QUALIFICATIONS  

 
These are qualifications that have GCSE equivalence.   
 
The Level 1 qualification is between a D-G grade, and the Level 2 is between 
A*- C grade.

Wrexham Network 14 -19 Opportunities  
 

As well as the courses we provide as a school, there are several opportuni-
ties available in school association with the Wrexham 14-19 network (other 
schools and colleges).  These courses will be held on Tuesday and  
Wednesday afternoons at different locations in Wrexham, and are accessible 
to all pupils.  Further information will be available as the Options process 
proceeds, and staff will guide and advise all pupils.  
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CAREERS EDUCATION  

AND GUIDANCE  

Making the right choices about careers is so important, and  
pupils in Key Stage 4 receive a wide range of support in terms of 
careers education and guidance.  The following areas will be  
covered:  
 

Self Awareness  
Pupils will explore their values, beliefs and attitudes to learning, finance,  
leisure and lifestyle in relation to their career ideas.  

 

Career Opportunities  
As well as being aware of themselves and their career ideas it is essential 
that pupils are able to look at different types of local and national business 
organisations, employment opportunities, enterprise and self employment in 
relation to career ideas. 

 

Career Planning  
Pupils will learn how to produce an effective and up to date curriculum  
vitae, how to fill in application forms properly and with impact to produce a 
high quality letter of application.  We have a comprehensive Resource Centre 
with a wide range of up to date careers information.   
 

Careers Wales  
The Careers Education and guidance in school is well supported by Careers 
Wales. The Careers Adviser is in school two days a week.  During Year 9 all 
pupils should be registered with www.careerswales.com and have access 
through ICT in school/home. In Year 10 pupils will be able to explore career 
ideas in relation to their interests and abilities, and prepare for their in depth 
careers interview, held in Year 11.  Help is also available for those pupils  
applying for modern apprenticeships, jobs and college courses. 
 

Careers and the Wider Community  
The school has strong links with employers and the local colleges, and visit-
ing speakers regularly keep pupils up to date with the world of work.  Pupils 
are also encouraged to visit colleagues and employers. 
 

Mr M. Allcroft, the Careers Co-ordinator will be happy to discuss issues re-
lated to the careers education and guidance with parents, should they need 
more information.

All pupils will study English as part of the compulsory ócoreô of sub-
jects in Years 10 and 11. The KS4 English lessons are a natural 
continuation of what you have done so far in school: reading a 
range of texts, writing in a range of styles and for different  
purposes, and developing your speaking and listening skills.  

ALL pupils are normally entered for two GCSEs; in English Language and  
English Literature (for no additional work, just what youôre used to from 
KS3).

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MATHEMATICS  

Maths is part of the compulsory ócoreô of subjects that you will take in Years 
10 and 11.  You will continue to learn and extend your knowledge of number, 
algebra, shape and space and data handling. You will need your own maths 
equipment, i.e. a calculator and  a geometry set.  

There are three tiers of entry for GCSE Mathematics.  
 

HIGHER TIER: for those aiming to achieve A and A* grades, and those wishing to take 
A level Mathematics. This tier is suitable for pupils who have achieved a good Level 6 or 
above in KS3 Teacher Assessments. 
Range of grades available: A* -  C 
 

INTERMEDIATE TIER: for those aiming to achieve C or B grades at GCSE.  This tier is 
suitable for the majority of pupils.  Most pupils are expected to gain grade C or above at 
GCSE.  
Range of grades available: B -  E 
   

FOUNDATION TIER: for those pupils who achieved a low Level 5 or below in their 
Mathematicsô Key Stage 3 Teacher Assessments.  This tier is only suitable for pupils who 
have real difficulty in the subject area.  
Range of grades available: D -  G    

 

REVISION The school subscribes to MyMaths.co.uk  This offers you tutorials and links 
to other websites, offering help with improving your mathematical knowledge.  
MathsWatch discs are available for £3.50.

EXAM FORMAT  

 

There are 2 GCSEs and both have 2 units. 
Unit 1 is a non calculator unit and unit 2 
requires you to have your own calculator.  
GCSE in Mathematics -  Numeracy will 
assess the Mathematics that you will need 
in your everyday life, in the world of work 
and in other general curriculum areas. 
GCSE Mathematics will extend to  
aspects of Mathematics needed for pro-
gression to scientific, technical or further 
mathematical study.  It is expected that 
most pupils will be entered for both GCSEs. 
Note:   
Most intermediate tier pupils will 
need to attend weekly revision ses-
sions in order to achieve a C grade.  

 

CAREER INFO  

 

Most employers look for at least a C grade  
in Mathematics because it demonstrates 
the ability to learn difficult concepts, and  
persevere to solve problems, which are 
highly relevant qualities to a wide range 
of careers. 

 
A óBô grade óopens doorsô to many  
careers and is a common requirement for 
most higher education courses. 
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CAREER INFO  

Science is a particularly valuable 
subject to pass at GCSE.  It is a  
basic requirement for many  
careers, including medical, nursing, 
veterinary science, mechanical  
engineering and electrical  
engineering etc. 
As you automatically have a  
double award at GCSE, this would 
already make up 2/5 of the  
requirement to start a course at 
Coleg Cambria.  

SCIENCE  

Science is part of the compulsory ócoreô of subjects. Work done in 
KS3 acts as a foundation for your GCSE courses, and you will build 
upon and develop the concepts  you were introduced to in Years 7, 
8 and 9.

The Welsh Baccalaureate is based on a Skills Challenge Certificate 
(equivalent to one GCSE) alongside Supporting Qualifications .  The  
requirements of both the Skills Challenge Certificate and Supporting  
Qualifications must be met in order to achieve the overarching Welsh  
Baccalaureate. 
 

The Skills Challenge Certificate consists of four components which are  
followed by all learners: 

1. Individual Project 
2. Enterprise and Employability Challenge 
3. Global Citizenship Challenge 
4. Community Challenge 
 

The Supporting Qualifications include two mandatory GCSEs of English  
Language/ Welsh Language together with Mathematics-Numeracy.  A further 
3 GCSEs are also required, of which two may be of equivalent qualifications. 
 

The Welsh Baccalaureate is awarded at two levels ï National and Founda-
tion. To meet the National Welsh Baccalaureate requirements all five of the 
Supporting Qualifications must be achieved at grades A*-C.  Similarly, for 
the Foundation Welsh Baccalaureate the Supporting Qualifications must be 
achieved at grades A*-G.

FOOD TECHNOLOGY  

This subject not only teaches students the practical skills of a chef, it will also  
enable them to embark on careers in modern food technology.  
 

This is a practical course that suits creative chefs who are willing to research 
recipes and add their own twists to them.  
 

The GCSE course covers modern food manufacturing, the science of food  
production, healthy eating, health and safety, materials and processes,  
product design and testing, and environmental issues.  
 

Students also have the opportunity to gain the extra qualification: óCertificate 
in Food Safety and Hygiene Level IIô, as part of their training in health and 
safety.

Pupils will develop practical cookery skills in 8 key areas:  
 

Soups and sauces - Students will learn how to combine flavours and bring the best out of 
different ingredients.  Recipes can be chosen according to tastes; Italian, Indian, Thai, 
British or Mexican. 
 

Pasta - Students learn how to make fresh pasta, then combine this knowledge with their 
sauce-making skills to start producing complete meals of their own design.  
 

Breads - Students make a variety of savoury and sweet breads; from iced buns to naan 
breads. 
 

Pastry - Students master the arts of the pastry chef by working with different types of 
pastry to make a variety of dishes; chocolate éclairs, lemon tarts, apple pies and savoury 
pastries. 
 

Cakes - Students learn to bake different cakes and puddings then use their design skills 
to design, bake and decorate their very own show stopper.  
 

Biscuits - Students make, decorate, layer and chocolate coat cookies, with their own  
designs. 
 

Cold desserts - As the weather heats up, students learn how to make different cold  
desserts such as cheesecake, millionaires shortbread, lemon meringue and chocolate 
brownie ice cream. 
 

Salads and dressings - Students produce and dress side dishes, making the most of the 
summerôs freshest ingredients. 

Pupils will participate in practical cookery lessons once a fortnight and will be asked to 
provide their own ingredients throughout KS4.

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HISTORY  

The History GCSE focuses upon four new and exciting areas of learning:  
 

Unit 1 ï The American West 1840 ï 1895  

Pupils will learn about the lifestyles of the Plains Indians, the westward expansion 
and the eventual battle for control of the Great Plains of America.  
 

Unit 2 ï Sport, Leisure and Tourism in Wales and England from 1900 to 
present day  

Pupils consider the growth and development of sport, the changing nature of 
popular entertainment and the impact of changing holiday patterns during the 
20th Century.  
  

Unit 3 ï Changes in Health and Medicine, 1345 to present day  

Pupils will study the changes in peoplesô attitudes towards health and medicine 
and the methods used to combat illness and disease throughout time.  
 

Unit 4 ï Jack the Ripper (Controlled Assessment)  

Pupils will use a variety of evidence to carry out an investigation into Jack the Rip-
per and produce a controlled assessment on the infamous serial killer.  
 

Units 1 ï 3 will be assessed through three separate 75 minute examination papers 
whereas Unit 4 will involve an investigation and an essay focused on Jack the  

Ripper. Each unit is worth 25% of the overall qualification.
