	Imperative
	Ordering the reader to do something (verb first).
	

	Comparison/Contrast
	Suggesting a difference between 2 things or situations.
	

	Superlative
	An adjective stated in its best or strongest form.
	

	Alliteration
	Starting several words in a sentence with the same letter.
	

	Personal Pronoun
	I/you/he/she/it/we/you (plural).

	

	Exaggeration
	The deliberate representation of something in an excessive way.
	

	Anecdote
	A short personal story.

	

	Rhetorical Question
	A question in which the answer is clearly implied.
	

	Flattery
	Complimenting the reader to make him/her feel good.
	

	Opinion as Fact
	Stating an opinion so as to make it appear as truthful.
	

	Repetition
	Stating a word or phrase more than once for emphasis.
	

	Emotive Language
	Using words/phrases in order to stir an emotion in the reader.
	

	Statistics
	Using numerical facts/figures.

	

	Triple
	The listing of words or phrases in a group of three for impact.
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
